Families for Life@Community — MWS (MWS FFLC) and Strengthening Families Programme@Family Service
Centre (Methodist Welfare Services) (FAM@FSC (MWS)) — at Hougang Avenue 8. Together with MWS Covenant
Family Service Centre (MWS CFSC), which is already located along Hougang Avenue 8, the three services form the
MWS Family Services Hub.

Social Work Practitioners at the FSCs provide case management
support and partner with other agencies to coordinate holistic support for clients to help them achieve stability,

self-reliance, and social mobility.
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
